“THE BOX”

Getting organized is one of the most important thing that you can do as you begin the college search.  “The box” is a simple tool that helps students get organized throughout the college and career search process.  Everyone has different goals, so tailor the box to your own needs.  All you need is a box that will hold letter size file folders.

Possible things to include:

· High School Curriculum Guide: Tiger Registration Handbook

· A.S.A.P. Career and College Planning booklet you received in 9th grade

· Transcript:  Always have an unofficial copy of most current transcript, which you will receive soon.

· Resume:   Always have an updated and current resume on file.

· Brag Sheet:  A list of your activities, honors and awards in high school and the community.

· Community Service Record:    Keep track of places and hours you have worked.

· True Colors Essay:  Keep a copy.

· Essay/Personal Statement:  Every student should write practice essays regardless of the goal.  It helps students make better sense if themselves and describes a person.

· Standardized Testing Information:  Keep copies of your scores.

· Financial Aid:  Keep information together.

· Scholarships:  National as well as local.

· NCAA Clearinghouse:  Information for athletic scholarships.

· College Search Materials:

· Community College Information:  Always know what is available locally. Keep copies of transcript/grades of courses taken at junior college.

· Files for each college of interest/application:  Keep all materials together in one place.

· Calendar and Timelime:  Watch those deadlines

· Junior/Senior Newsletters: Important dates and information is listed here

· Honors/Awards: You can keep copies of awards and certificates in a folder here.

COLLEGE INFORMATION: If you are receiving a lot of information in the mail, be sure to put in three categories. 1. Very Interested, 2. Maybe, and 3. Not interested! With this third category it is important to pass on to other students, the school, or toss!
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
